CONTEXT AND BACKGROUND

Caritas Zambia with support from terre des hommes Deutschland (TDH) in
Partnership with the Federal Ministry for Economic Cooperation and Development
(BMZ) of Germany is implementing a project titled “Sustainable Livelihoods and
Durable Solutions for Young Refugees” at the Mantapala Refugee Settlement and
Host Communities in Nchelenge District for a period of three (3) years (2021-2023).

o Several modules: Sustainable Organic Agriculture (SOA), Organic
Vegetable Production (OVP), VSLA, Entrepreneurship, Study
Circle Concept, Financial Literacy, Basic Business Concepts.
e Capacity-build project staff in the use of the Training Manual.

e Conduct Pilot Trainings (Virtual/Physical)
e Provide Final Facilitator’s Training Manual
